Cllr Clarke asked if others can become members of Committees. Cllr Pennington replied that he was wary of having non-Councillors on Committees involving money as they were not elected and Councillors were responsible.

7(5.08)    APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

14th April 2008: Unanimously approved after amending 3 concepts to 2 (bottom p.2).
Special meeting 8-4-08: Unanimously approved after adding Cllr Thorp to list of those present
8(5.08)
MATTERS ARISING
5(1.08)    Church Hill sign: Neither the Clerk nor the Chairman, who had followed the matter up, had heard from the DCC. 
9(2.08)   Handrail on Church path: Chairman still pursuing this.
8(4.08)  Parking in Furzegood: Clerk reported on the letter he had delivered and the response of residents, which included a petition, to the effect that they wished to keep parking on the other side of the road from that recommended. After discussing the matter Cllr Danby proposed no further action be taken. This was seconded by Cllr Cox and AGREED nem. con
8(3.08)   Roundabout markings by Cox’s Garage:  Chairman reported that a lane sign will be erected near the roundabout and red surfacing will better delineate the lanes. Apparently the changes had been bought about because of the number of collisions at this site and Cllr Pennington wanted to find out how many.

9(3.08)   Stile on F/P 5: Cllr Cox reported that Robin Cox and Steve Malec DCC footpaths had discussed the matter with the landowner Mr Cooper and he is willing to allow a gate to be installed. Cllr Cox thinks she can find the funding.
9(3.08)  Football posts in Tor Field: The posts had now been removed
9(3.08)  Downalong: The letter from Environmental Health was read out. Members still felt it was the responsibility of the SHDC to ensure the asbestos was removed and it was AGREED to send a further letter to the authorities concerned. The Chairman will investigate whether grants would be available to reinstate the property although some members felt public money should not be used to help what was a profit making activity.
5(4.08) Compton Flood Prevention: Dick Allen has been ill which explains the delay in hid response, but his main point is that the National Trust must keep the waterway cleaned. The Clerk reported that he had had a phone message from Western power to say that the cables across the stream were live (two) and one dead. They could not do anything about them as the cost of moving them would be prohibitive. Members confirmed that the cables were on the stream bed not buried, as the power company had suggested, and AGREED that another letter should be written.
5(4.08) Request for help with bus shelter: Cllr Cox reported that an helper who wished to remain anonymous had done an excellent job of cleaning up the bus shelter, although the phone company was not so helpful about the phone box.

8(4.08) Lollipop person request: No response received yet, clerk to follow up

8(4.08) Hedge on Vicarage Hill:  Members discussed the ongoing problem of dangerously limited vision down the hill for walkers trying to cross the road from the Bridleway in the light of the letter received from the owners of the house, and it was AGREED to ask Highways to liaise with the owners to see if the hedge could b cut back further.
8(4.08) Potholes in Churscombe Road: Still not mended

8(4.08) Westerland: Chairman reported that he had sent a strong letter to Highways regarding this matter
8(4.08) Litter and weeds in slipways: Cllr Cox reported that MEG had dealt with this problem 

9. (5.08) POLICE MATTERS (note this item was bought forward at the meeting to help the police representative)
PCSO Paula Frain gave the crime report for April. This included a badly scratched car in Belfield on 4-5th April; theft of fuel from the service station; a warning for cannabis
Cllr Cox asked about rekindling the Neighbourhood Watch and was referred to Kay Wiseman on the support desk (860403 Tuesdays and Thursdays). Cllr Cox said a co-ordinators meeting was needed and he needed an update of local organisers. The Pembroke Park one has been rekindled.

10 (5.08) CHURCH WW1 MEMORIAL

Cllr Cox reported that the Parochial Church Council was going to refurbish the rather neglected WW1 wall hung memorial at a cost of £120, and hoped the Parish Council might feel able to make a contribution o this. Cllr Danby proposed £60, seconded by Cllr Thorp and in was AGREED nem. com
11.(5.08) REPORTS

CHAIRMAN’s REPORT: Cllr Pennington reported that although 400 Ipplepen representatives turned out for their beating of the bounds, he was a little disappointed that only he and one other was there to represent Marldon.

He also reported that the owners of Compton Pool Farm had won a South Hams Award for Tourism Excellence and he proposed and it was AGREED that the clerk should write to them giving the Councils’ congratulations.
MEG REPORT:  Cllr Mrs Cox reported that in preparation for the Best Kept Village Award Mr Chidlow had repaired “Ernies” seat and she wanted to record her thanks to the MEG group for their extensive work to smarten up the village. She also regretted that due to SHDC economies the dog warden who had helped keep dog mess down was now only ½ time and had been given parking duties for the other 1/2.
